Shirley, a Latina mother, is a woman whose life
has been changed by her experience at
Community Women’s Education Project (CWEP).
Here, Shirley was able to improve her reading
and writing scores by two grade levels. She

participated in CWEP’s WORC (Work
Opportunity and Readiness Connection) program
as an intern and successfully secured employment
as an administrative assistant. Additionally, she
learned to access resources provided by the
Philadelphia School District to provide tutoring
assistance for her children, who spoke Spanish as
their first language. This fall, Shirley began
studies at LaSalle University.

Shirley is just one of the thousands who have
passed through the doors of CWEP on their way
to self-sufficiency.
